All criteria being equal a Pulaski resident will be given preference.

Students must have their own transportation to the defensive driving program site.

Essays must accompany applications to be considered.

Must have a N.Y.S. Motor Vehicle Department’s Learner Permit to apply for the 5-hour

Prelicensing Driving Course. The 6-hour Defensive Driving course is for students who have

their driving license.
